ADMINISTRATIVE SERVICES:

Resolution ratifying Amendment No. 2 to Interlocal Agreement No. C20050343 between Skagit
County and Washington State University (Division of Governmental Studies and Services) to
conduct organizational assessment surveys to County employees and the public.

Amendment No. 2 to Interlocal Agreement No. C20050343 with Washington State University
(WSU) (Division of Governmental Studies and Services) to conduct organizational assessment
surveys to County employees and the public. The amendment is requested by WSU to provide
additional time necessary to conduct employee focus groups in order to validate survey results.
The amendment extends the completion date to December 31, 2006, and adds $2,000 for a new
contract total of $72,294. All other terms and conditions of the original contract shall remain in
effect.

Advertising Agreement between Skagit County and Skagit Valley Publishing Weekly Network to
provide advertising services for Skagit County. The agreement shall commence on July 1, 2006,
and continue through June 30, 2007. Compensation shall not exceed $20,000.

Advertising Agreement between Skagit County and Skagit Valley Herald to provide advertising
services for Skagit County. The agreement shall commence on July 1, 2006, and continue
through June 30, 2007. Compensation shall not exceed $60,000.

BUDGET & FINANCE:

Interlocal Cooperative Agreement, per Resolution No. R20060012, between Skagit County and
Public Utility District No. 1 of Skagit County to provide public facility funding in the amount of
$85,000 for the Chuckanut Drive Water System Improvements Project. The agreement shall
become effective upon execution and shall continue until completion of the Project.

Interlocal Cooperative Agreement, per Resolution No. R20060012, between Skagit County and
Public Utility District No. 1 of Skagit County to provide facility funding in the amount of $80,000
for the BayView Edison Industries Water Main Project. The agreement commenced on January 1,
2006, and shall continue until completion of the Project.

EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT:

Resolution AND Memorandum of Agreement with Washington State Military Department -
Emergency Management Division, to provide surplus radiological detection instrumentation and
other equipment (rehabilitated and provided at no cost), as well as training and technical
assistance. The equipment is “half-face respirators” (30), requested by the Skagit County Fire
District #4 in Clear Lake. The agreement shall commence upon execution and continue until
June 5, 2008.
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FARMLAND LEGACY:

9. Cooperative Agreement with the Natural Resource Conservation Service of the United States
Department of Agriculture. This agreement will enable the County to take advantage of a
$275,275 matching grant through the Federal Farm and Ranchland Protection to purchase
agricultural conservation easements on farmland through the Skagit Farmland Legacy Program.
The agreement shall commence on July 15, 2006, and continue until September 30, 2008. The
required match from Skagit County will be $269,275, to be drawn from the Conservation Futures
tax, already dedicated to the Farmland Legacy Program.

HEALTH DEPARTMENT:

10. Resolution AND Interlocal Cooperative Agreement between Skagit County and the Washington
On-Site Sewage Association (WOSSA) to provide testing management services for various County
certifications relating to the local on-site sewage certification programs for installation,
operations, maintenance and pumping as needed. There is no financial consideration for this
contract and the duration is June 30, 2006, until terminated.

HUMAN SERVICES:

11. Resolution AND Interagency Agreement between North Sound Mental Health Administration
and Skagit County to provide for Mental Health Administration, development, planning and
special mental health projects in Skagit County. The agreement commenced on January 1, 2006,
and shall continue until December 31, 2006. Compensation shall not exceed $64,805.

INFORMATION SERVICES:

12. Personal Services Agreement with VP Consulting, Inc., to provide integrated document imaging
services to Skagit County per terms equivalent to a competitively negotiated contract by Lewis
County. VP Consulting will support, assist and provide maintenance to Skagit County for the
LaserFiche document imaging system software utilized by many departments within Skagit
County. The agreement shall commence on August 1, 2006, and shall continue until terminated.

PARKS AND RECREATION:

13. Resolution authorizing the Parks and Recreation Department to publish a request for
gualifications for assistance in the planning and development for the construction of a new indoor
recreation and event center.

PLANNING & DEVELOPMENT:

14, Personal Services Agreement with Studio Cascade to provide services in connection with the
South Fidalgo Subarea Plan. The agreement commenced on June 8, 2006, and shall continue
until June 1, 2007. Compensation shall not exceed $45,100.

PROSECUTING ATTORNEY:

15. Resolution providing a defense to Gary Shand and Ted W. Anderson in a Lawsuit filed in Skagit
County Superior Court by Terrance Jon Irby.

16. Building Lease Agreement between Skagit County and Fred R. and Arlene M. Miller for property
located at 1204 Cleveland Street. The premises are to be used for the purpose of conducting
Family Support Legal Services beginning July 1, 2006, and continuing through June 30, 2010.
The rental rate shall be $3,775 per month.

Resolution AND Interlocal Cooperative Agreement between the City of Mount Vernon and Skagit
County to provide a one day Eagle Rock Challenge course to a group of youth. The course will
provide a structured summer recreation for youth as an opportunity to enhance self esteem as
well as other positive physical and social outcomes. The agreement commenced on July 1, 2006,
and shall continue through June 30, 2007. Compensation shall not exceed $450.00.

Personal Services Agreement with Chinook Enterprises to provide vocational services for
offenders and at-risk youth of Skagit County in the following areas: Employment Assessment;
Employment Preparation; Job Development; Training-Site Support and Job Retention. The
agreement shall commence on September 1, 2006, and continue until August 31, 2008.
Compensation shall not exceed $2,500 annually/$5,000 total.

Personal Services Agreement with Northwest Workforce Development Council to provide direct
vocational counseling services to numerous young people in detention facilities in Skagit and
Whatcom Counties. Funds for this project are provided to the Department of Youth and Family
Services by the Mount Vernon School District. The agreement commenced on July 1, 2006, and
shall continue until August 31, 2007. Maximum reimbursement for service and preparation time
under this agreement shall not exceed $30,915.

Personal Services Agreement with Catholic Community Services to provide specialized child,
adolescent, adult and family assessment, evaluation and treatment (group and/or individual
and/or families), consultation, education classes, monitoring with written reports as required,
and training as referred by the County, as well as “Children in the Middle Workshop”. The
workshop consists of 4.5 hours and will help the child during separation or divorce. The
agreement commenced on July 1, 2006, and shall continue until June 30, 2008. Compensation
shall not exceed $20,000.

Resolution authorizing the Sheriff's Department to conduct background checks on applicants for
employment and for volunteer positions within County Government.

Personal Services Agreement with Susan Gardner, MSW, to provide specialized child, adolescent,
adult and family assessment evaluation and treatment (group and/or individual and/or families),
consultation, education classes, monitoring with written reports as required and training as
referred by the County. The agreement commenced July 1, 2006, and shall continue until June
30, 2008. Compensation shall not exceed $10,000.

Resolution authorizing the ratification of Personal Services Agreement No. C20060046 to allow
for the provision of Fetal Alcohol Spectrum Disorders (FASD) trainings in the Scope of Work and
to increase the compensation by $5,000 to cover the cost of the services provided through this
amendment.

Amendment No. 1 to Personal Services Agreement No. C20060046 with Heather Carmichael
Olson, Ph.D. The amendment adds the provision of FASD trainings in the Scope of Work and
increases compensation by $5,000 for a new contract total of $8,500.

Resolution calling for a Public Hearing regarding the annual sale of County surplus property
consisting of vehicles and equipment, parts, tools and miscellaneous office furniture and supplies.
The hearing will be held on Monday, September 11, 2006, at 9:30 a.m.

Amendment No. 1 to Personal Services Agreement No. C20050452 with Semrau Engineering &
Surveying, PLLC for continued evaluation of the Bay View Watershed Stormwater Plan. The
amendment incorporates the extra evaluation into the existing contract and increases
compensation by $40,000 to cover the additional work, for a new contract total of $137,000. All
other terms and conditions of the original contract shall remain in effect.

Personal Services Agreement with Coastal Geologic Services to provide a critical shoreline
sediment assessment needed by the Skagit County Marine Resources Committee in development
of recommendations and plans for restoration and enhancement of forage fish habitat around the
March’s Point Peninsula of Fidalgo Island. The agreement shall commence upon the date of
execution and continue until June 30, 2007. Compensation shall not exceed $25,000.

Resolution authorizing the execution of an Interlocal Agreement with Washington State
Department of Ecology for joint funding of local matching portion of funding commitment
specified in Joint Funding Agreement No. C20060264 between Skagit County and the United
States Department of the Interior.

Intergovernmental Agreement between Skagit County and Washington State Department of
Ecology for joint funding of local matching portion of funding commitment specified in Joint
Agreement No. C20060264 between Skagit County and the United States Department of the
Interior — U.S. Geological Survey, thereby reducing Skagit County’s funding commitment to
$93,250 from $186,500. This Intergovernmental Agreement fulfills one of the requirements of
the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement and Agreed Order of Dismissal between Skagit County
and the Washington State Department of Ecology in Thurston County Superior Court.

Vendor Services Agreement between Skagit County and Industrial Mowing and Spraying to
provide mowing services on various roads. The agreement shall commence on August 14, 2006,
and shall continue until either party terminates, but in no event shall the contract continue for
more than one year from the date of execution. Compensation shall not exceed $9,300.

Amendment No. 1 to Coordinated Prevention Grant No. C20050547 with the Department of
Ecology to increase, through restored funding, the amount of the Coordinated Prevention Grant
by an additional $75,264, of which Skagit County Public Works is responsible for 25% ($18,816),
for a new contract total of $96,014 through December 31, 2007. All other terms and conditions of
the original contract shall remain in effect.

Resolution declaring sole source purchase for ferry outdrives and parts distributed by Cummins
Northwest, LLC for the Guemes Island Ferry. The total amount due on the outstanding invoice is
$3,182.86.

Resolution authorizing an Interlocal Agreement with the City of Anacortes to transfer Federal
Surface Transportation funds totaling $600,000 from the Sunset Avenue Pedestrian
Improvements Project to Skagit County for use on the Helmick Road Project in exchange for an
equal amount of Road Fund monies.

Interlocal Cooperative Agreement between Skagit County and the City of Anacortes for the
exchange of Federal Surface Transportation Program funds designated for use on the Sunset
Avenue Pedestrian Improvements Project for $600,000 of the County’s Road Fund monies. The
Federal funds will be used by the County on the Helmick Road Project that already has Federal
funds. The Road Fund monies will be used by the City on the Sunset Avenue Pedestrian
Improvement Project. The agreement shall commence upon the date of execution and continue
through December 31, 2007.
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37. Construction Contract with The Phoinix Corporation for the Hansen Creek Sub Flood Control
Zone Dredging Project, for the low bid amount of $69,660. Work consists of the improvement of
Hansen Creek, including removal of accumulated sediment from approximately 4,000 linear feet
of Hansen Creek, stockpiling removed sediment at designated areas, clearing vegetation and
restoration of disturbed areas. The agreement shall commence on August 14, 2006, and continue
until the project is completed.
