Leonard, Boudinot & Skodje, Inc., which will provide for continued surveying and engineering 
services to the Morris Street Improvement Project and the La Conner Whitney/Chilberg Roads 
Intersection Project for Skagit County.  Additional compensation shall total $75,555 for a new 
grand total of $146,755.  All other terms and conditions shall remain in effect. 

 
26. Street Light Authorization Letter and a Custom Street Lighting Order Agreement between Skagit 

County and Puget Sound Energy (Intolight) for the La Conner Whitney/Chilberg Roads 
Intersection Project.  This agreement will provide for street area lighting services at the 
intersection of La Conner Whitney and Chilberg Roads.  Work will be completed in conjunction 
with the La Conner Morris Street Improvement Project.  The agreement shall commence on the 
date of signature and continue through December 31, 2003.  Compensation is expected to total 
$23,367.31. 

 
27. U. S. Department of the Interior U. S. Geological Survey Joint Funding Agreement for the 

operation and maintenance of the Skagit River Basin gaging station network.  The County’s share 
of compensation is $39,290 to be paid over a two year period, with the U. S. Geological Survey 
share totaling $18,425.  The agreement shall commence on October 1, 2003 and continue until 
September 30, 2005. 

 
28. Personal Services Agreement with Western Washington Agriculture Association to create a 

framework for the Skagit County Board of Commissioners to establish a primary link to the 
agricultural community to receive direct feedback when working on matters that may impact local 
agriculture.  The agreement shall commence on July 31, 2003 and continue until July 31, 2005.  
Maximum compensation is not to exceed a total of $60,000. 

 
29. Personal Services Agreement with Leonard, Boudinot & Skodje, Inc. to provide engineering and 

surveying services for the Britt Slough trunk storm sewer improvements.  The agreement shall 
commence on September 29, 2003 and continue until October 31, 2003.  Compensation shall not 
exceed $10,000. 

 
30. Personal Services Agreement with Peratrovich, Nottingham & Drage, Inc. to provide engineering 

consulting services related to replacing the dolphins at the Guemes Island Ferry Terminal 
(Guemes side).  The agreement shall commence on October 13, 2003 and continue through 
December 31, 2004.  Total compensation is not to exceed $45,000.
