Market beef animals must be under the 4-H member’s regular care and management for 120 days

prior to the official county exhibit activity. Breeding beef animals must be under the 4-H member’s

regular care and management for 90 days prior to the official county exhibit activity.

Limit of 2 animals per class, total of 3 breeding animals plus a market steer per exhibitor.

Animals must be age/size appropriate for exhibitors.

Animals must be 50% beef breeding and show the predominance of beef breeding.

Animals must be dehorned, breeding stock must be Bangs vaccinated. It is strongly

recommended that each animal be vaccinated for respiratory diseases prior to the Fair.

Animals must be tied with a halter AND a neck-tie.

No blowers allowed in barns. Blowers allowed outside of the barn if powered by your own

generator and placed in an appropriate location for safety.

9. When showing, exhibitors MUST wear clean denim pants and collared, button-up shirts (tucked
in), belt and leather boots or shoes.

10.No help from outsiders other than a current enrolled 4-H member.

11. Posters are REQUIRED for each exhibitor.
