The state is cooperating
with the dike distriet in putting
in 1,500 feet of new dike but not
all will be done now. State’ mon-
ey is expected to pay for 40 per-
cent of the cost.

Hardly any damage was done
to roads although several bridges
upriver didn’t come through un-
marked, :

Hughes said that if the dike
had given way at Lundeen’s that
whole area would have been cov-
ered with water at least three
feet higher than for the top level
the week before. As it was no
homes were damaged and he was
fairly sure no home had water
above floor level. '
