water. The steady rain of this week raised the
waters of the Baker River to a point where the
diversion tunnel would not carry the low, and
the cofferdams again overflowed, forming
another lake to be pumped out. The Baker is
now falling again, and unless it takes a notion
to make another rise, the lake will be pumped
out and excavation work started again by the
end of the week. The job of excavating the
dam site is now almost done, and unless
delayed by more high water, the company will
be ready to pour cement for the foundation
within the next week or ten days.
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
