Hoss Dam was
shut, down from early Monday ev-
ening, Nov. 20th, at 9:30 " m. and
not reopened until 2:00 on Tuesda
to hold back some of the abnor{
mal river flow. Therpower was re-
placed on an interchange basis
from Bonneville and Priest Rapids
dams which furnished 639,000 and
204,000%w, respectively.

to midnight Monday. The Dalles
gauge registered a stream flow of
114,000 cubde foet per second from
