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There should not be too much blame
laid at the door of the dike commissioners
because of th3e dikes breaking. Those dikes
wee built under many difficulties and
considering the newness of the country they
have held in pretty good shape. The
majority of dikes withstood the floods and in
a majority of cases the commissioners are to
be commended upon their excellent work.
Where logs or stumps were left in the dikes
it is to be regretted, but remember that at this
time floods extended almost from coast to
coast.
