With the peak silver run, the
Puget Sound Power and Light Co.
frequently operates a second
“fish taxi” truck lifting the sal-
mon around the Baker Dams and
placing them in Upper Baker

.| Lake. The trucks operate on an

eight-hour shift, coinciding with
the heavy period of fish migration

_ each day.

Other salmon figures recorded

| this year, according to Power-

house Supt. A. S. Miller, are
Sockeyes, 450, slightly below ave®-
age run; Humpies, 58, just start-
ing; Springs, 81, above average
this early in the run.
