Sandbags Available to Skagit County Residents

Sandbags are a simple but effective way to prevent or reduce floodwater damage and can act as a barrier to
divert moving water around, instead of through, buildings. Free sandbags are available on a first-come, first-
served basis at multiple locations across the county. Bags are not pre-filled and residents should be prepared to
bring shovels and other supplies to fill bags themselves. See the location list below.

How to Fill a Sandbag —
Filling sandbags is usually a two-person operation. The use of safety goggles and gloves is recommended.
e One person should place the empty bag between or slightly in front of widespread feet with arms
extended.
e Fold the top of the bag to form a wide collar.
e The other person should use a shovel to place material into bag.
e Fill bag between one-third (1/3) to one-half (1/2) of their capacity. This keeps the bag from getting too
heavy, and permits the bags to be stacked with a good seal.

Sandbag Placement —

Remove any debris from the area where the bags are being placed. Place the partially filled bags lengthwise and
parallel to the direction of flow, with the open end facing against the water flow. Tuck the flaps under, keeping
the unfilled portion under the weight of the sack.

Place succeeding bags on top, offsetting by one-half (1/2) filled length of the previous bag, and stamp into place

to eliminate voids and form a tight seal. Stagger the joint connections when multiple layers are necessary.
